New Applications notified since the June 2025 PC Meeting

Update of applications previously reviewed by the Parish Council
Minstrels 15 Old Kennels Lan, Oliver’s Battery – Decided and Approved
25/00975/HOU – Construction of an outbuilding in the rear garden with associated hard and soft landscaping, form purposes ancillary to the enjoyment of the dwellinghouse.
Case Officer: Cameron Finch: Applicant: Mr Ajay Ratan; Expiry Date: 17 June 2025.
Materials: Walls and Roof to be clad with timber panel cladding.
		
5 Sunnydown Road, Oliver’s Battery  - Ongoing
25/00952/HOU – Building of 8x4 garden room with 3x4 canopy. Construction will be timber frame on a concrete pad, fully insulated as well as a warm roof. Externally will be clad in hardie plank.
Case Officer: Matthew Rutledge; Applicant: Mr Paul Core; Expiry Date: 11 June 2025.
Materials:  
Walls: Proposed materials and finishes – hardie plank in anthracite.
Roof: warm roof design with EPDM roof covering.
The application includes removal of 3 conifers on the site and it appears this is not covered by the Biodiversity Checklist. Householders backing on to 5 Sunnydown Road are aware and content with the proposal
Orange Notice is displayed.
There have been no public comments currently and there does not appear to be any reason for the Parish Council to object to this application. See attached information.

3 Sunnydown Road  - Ongoing
25/01016/HOU - The Applicant wishes to vary Condition 2 of the approved application 21/02406/ HOU by  amending original drawings. 
Case Officer: Cameron Finch; Applicant: Mr & Mrs G Lawson; Expiry date: 27 June 2025.
 The drawings indicate the infill of a passageway between the garage and the main dwelling which was not originally proposed.

The application was shown on the WCC website on 29 May and an orange notice has since been displayed. There have been no public comments 



3 Austen Avenue, Oliver’s Battery -Decided and Aproved
25/00462/HOU -the proposed works will see the construction of a new two storey side extension, single storey porch extension,  internal alterations and associated works.
Case Officer: Matthew Rutledge; Applicants: Adam and Molly Butler; Expiry date: 31 March but case officer has indicated that any comment from the PC received before the target date would be accepted.
Materials: Walls and Windows as existing; 
Roof – brown concrete tiles as existing but asphalt flat roof replaced by fibreglass flat roof.




11 Mount View Road, Oliver’s Battery – Decided at the Planning Committee in June 2025. Approved but included that the spoil tip from  previous work next to the site should be removed.
22/00621/FUL The erection of a pair of semidetached houses (1 x two bedrooms and 1 x three bedrooms), one 4 bedroom house and one 5 bedroom house, together with access, parking and landscaping. 
Case Officer: Catherine Watson; Applicant Mr R Yeo; Closing date: amended to 17 August 2022 

Cllr Blundell and 2 neighbours spoke at the June Planning Committee Meeting. mainly expressing concerns about the spoil tip and  overdevelopment .The PC was disappointed that the Planning Committee had not visited the site  despite requests for them to do so.

REF SPOIL HEAP: 
The PC contacted WCC planning as decided at the November meeting, believing it is potentially an  enforcement issue and stressing the need for removal of the spoil heap as soon as is possible. A copy of that document was attached to the December Planning Report for information .

68 Old Kennels Lane – ongoing
25/01051/FUL ref Condition 2 included in decision of previous decided application 24/01060/HOU. 
The Applicant wishes to vary condition 2, which relates to the approved drawings (24/01060/HOU). The proposed flat rooflights serving the first-floor bathrooms proved to be unfeasible, as such the applicant wishes to omit the two flat rooflights over the first floor bathrooms and replace these with obscure glazed windows in each side gable.
Case officer: Cameron Taylor; Applicant: Jeremy Tyrrell, T2 Architects; Expiry date: 23 June 2025.
Orange notice displayed Wednesday 28 May.
Note: This relates to an enforcement notice detailed in June Planning Report regarding windows sited in gable ends. (25/0038/BCOND)
It is difficult to understand why the flat roof where flat rooflights were to be fitted originally has changed so that the rooflights couldn’t be fitted. The flat roof appears to remain unchanged in the amended plans.  The proposed windows now fitted in gable ends are square and glazed. However  there is no mention that these open; they are hinged from the top and hence enable neighbours to be overlooked which does conform with the original application. 
The amended plans seem to indicate that a window in the centre of the rear West elevation has been removed although this has not been mentioned in the application.
The Parish Council has commented querying why the flat roof windows couldn’t be fitted given the site plan did not seem to have altered in this respect.  The PC recommended that the obscure glazed windows be altered to become non opening and fitted as now with obscure, glazed glass.
There has been one comment from a next door neighbour who also expresses concern about the
height of the dwelling.

39 Old Kennels Lane, Oliver’s Battery - Ongoing
25/00226/HOU – Proposed front, side and rear extension. Hips to gable and alterations to main roof.
New detached annex off existing garage footprint.
 Case Officer: Matthew Rutledge; Applicant: Mr Martin Healey; Expiry date: 4 March 2025 (extension
Requested and given to 11 March 2025) Internal target date of 1 May
Materials: Windows: white pvc to become grey aluminium.
Walls: brickwork to become Cedar cladding and white render.
Roof: Concrete tiles to become Marley modern grey tiles and zinc.
Orange notice was displayed.
There have been two detailed objections from immediate neigbours. The main concern is the scale of the proposal, covering loss of light/overshadowing amenity; overlooking; scale, mass and design with a large ncrease of size;  domination of street scene. They also mention that there is no apparent indication of use of the 2 storey annex.
One neighbour’s objection includes advice they received from John Payne, C.Eng, MICE. 
The WCC Urban Design Officer has commented too, including a view that this presents a non-contextual design…deemed inappropriate in terms of bulk, scale and impact on the streetscape. They add that the impact of the annex is of concern.
The Parish Council has objected as discussed at the March meeting.

LOCAL PLAN
Bushfield Camp – Outline Planning Application. Ref 23/02507/OUT- ONGOING
A separate document regarding the Outline planning application for Bushfield Camp was sent to councillors after the December 2023 meeting and the PC’s comments were sent to WCC planning.
This application is ongoing but it appears that some adjustment to the application is likely to be necessary, with further comments from National Highways were due by 28 August.
Recommendations to date: National Highways recommends that the Local Planning Authority does not grant planning permission for the application (Ref: 23/02507/OUT) until 14 May 2025 to enable further information to be provided by the applicant and to allow them to provide the Local Planning Authority with fully informed advice
We understand that the Planning Inspector has issued the Matters, Issues and Questions for the Winchester Local Plan and that hearing sessions will start on Tuesday 22 April. Further discussion is to take place on the day of the June PC meeting so an update is awaited

 South Winchester Golf Club
City councillor, Brian Laming, has been asked by the Chair to speak/object on behalf of the Parish Council on the subject of the South Winchester Golf Course ngs regarding the Local Plan.  He was also representing Hursley and Otterbourne Parish Councils. We understand that the Planning Inspector did not wish to consider this as it isn’t in the Local Plan.

Enforcement s
24/00196/WKS – 11 Mount View Road – 4/7/24 – Alleged unauthorised outbuilding. 
23/00He– 5 Downlands Road, Oliver’s Battery – Alleged unauthorised fence over 2 metres in height.
24/00109/BCOND – 3 Downlands Road – Alleged unauthorised breach of conditions 2 and 3 from Planning Permission REF 21/00248/HOU – closed ‘not expedient to pursue’. The Chair has asked Brian Laming for clarification of the reason given for closure.
25/00038/BCOND – 68 Old Kennels Lane; Alleged unauthorised breach of Planning Permission REF:24/01060/HOU regarding additional windows.  
Note: these windows, although small, appear to open  such that they can overlook neighbouring back gardens. In addition while the proposed site plan shows existing driveway and front garden, the whole area has been paved. Would the PC feel this should be raised with enforcement?
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
